1. Opening of the meeting

2. Introduction, objectives of the meeting and expected outcomes.

3. Presentation of the results of the preliminary survey and brief statements by all participating organizations on their current frameworks, activities and priorities and plans for the future.
4. Recall of outcomes from the March, 2008 expert workshop on climate change implications for fisheries and aquaculture.
5. Identifying the gaps in the current global suite of activities on fisheries and aquaculture (gaps in policies, knowledge, implementation and management, financing, communication, capacity-building etc) and setting of priorities.

6. Discussion on challenges for future common action, and agreement on priority areas to tackle in relation to climate change and fisheries and aquaculture, taking into account the different mandates and strengths of the participating organizations.

7. Development of a framework for a multi-agency global programme of actions for addressing adaptation to and mitigation of climate change in fisheries and aquaculture. Discussions will be held on how to integrate climate change initiatives on adaptation and mitigation in fisheries and aquaculture i) in the broader context of river, lake and ocean management and ii) with those of other sectors such as forestry, agriculture and coastal management.
8. Consideration of how best to build the case for mainstreaming fisheries and oceans as a high priority in global agendas on climate change, including future climate change agreements.

9. Consideration of a mechanism and/or process to ensure continued coordination and collaboration between the different participating organizations. 
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
