New development:

The SC NCDNCEE “task force” had meeting (MG, AO, MG on 11th June in Barcelona  during Eurreca IM3) to decide about program at our next November meeting. It has been decided that the 5th Meeting of the UNU/SCN Network for Capacity Development in Nutrition in Central and Eastern Europe (NCDNCEE) will be in Belgrade, 9-12th November, 2009 (the dates may change because of all that happens now in the EC and in Rome – FAO, but we’ll come back to that later). Based on the needs in the region and our involvement in EC projects there will be, besides reporting and planning, organised two workshops:
1. First workshop is initiated by FP7 project BaSeFOOD in collaboration with EuroFIR. It will be a hands-on training for participants from institutions who are/will be responsible for national/regional database development (9-10 November). Number of participants from our network is limited to 8.

2. Second workshop will be held from 11-12 November and it will include:

· Capacity development: NCDNCEE and EURRECA-NoE (EURRECA: EURopean micronutrient RECommendations Aligned). This workshop will cover EURRECA tools-introduction and application in nutritional education in CEE region, Recent development of grey literature and data extraction and  EURRECA Media communication training. 

Instructions about the grey literature search will be sent you soon, so you can contribute on our next meeting. 
· NCDNCEE Website development, status and maintenance. Promotion and dissemination in CEE region

These issues will be a part of the agenda, but we’ll also discuss academic training and other issues, so the agenda is still flexible. There may be subtopics under each topic; we are working on that as well.

We are working on draft agenda and must also come up with a potential list of participants and invited lecturers. 

We hope that you will be able to join us in November. Please, try to identify person/s most suitable for trainings and those that will contribute the most.
All expenses will be covered for one participant from each country (travel expenses, room and board, workshop cost). If  two participants from one country wish to attend the meeting/workshops, expenses for a double room, food and workshop cost will be also, covered.

The cost for participants wishing to attend only one workshop will be considered on individual bases.
